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Edward Steichen, The Flatiron (1905)

 1. The flat iron is probably the most famous of Steichen’s images. Steichen added  color  to the print that forms by using layers of pigment suspended in a light-sensitive solution of gum arabic and potassium bichromate (Steichen 57). This is a perfect example of what Steichen would do to his images to give them an Impressionistic feel. Instead of being a crisp image showing the building, he has a nice haze with just a tint of color. The branches are actually the star of the image. The lines bring your eye throughout the image, eventually bringing your attention back to the famous New York building. Even though the image is missing the concept of contrast, I still feel this image is an extremely successful composition. The vignette ( the black areas around the edges of the frame) and the lighting create a feeling of warmth as it spotlights one of architecture’s innovative designs.
